Life’s a Stage
Sometime last year I started watching a TV show called 
Glee. It seemed like most of the middle and high school-
ers I know were watching it faithfully, if not a little 
obsessively. I started watching it too, so if all else failed, 
at least I would have something to talk with them about! 
And before I knew it, I was hooked. 

Glee is about a High School “Show Choir” in Ohio. It’s 
a fairly standard coming-of-age dramedy—but the music, 
singing and dancing are extraordinary. Extraordinarily silly 
sometimes, but extraordinary nonetheless.

I have my share of criticisms to offer, of course: the vocals 
often have an overly produced “Disney-fied” quality to them 
and the plotlines are little more than sketches. But what used 
to bother me the most is the way nobody ever actually re-
hearses! The music and dance the cast performs every week is 
all so difficult, yet in every episode, this group of rag-tag teens 
hits every note and dance step perfectly, with only the briefest 
glance at the score.

As someone who has struggled long and hard to memorize 
lines, music and (always dreaded!) dance steps—it used to frus-
trate me to watch so much of the hard work of performance 
glossed over so casually. And yet every week I find myself 
looking forward to the next episode, something my wife never 
ceases to tease me about.

But this week, as I watched the season finale, which was 
more loaded with music, dance and melodrama than ever—I 
finally got it. For all the fantasy and gloss, Glee really does 
capture the magical and wordless euphoria I felt as a teenager 
putting on plays and singing in musicals.

True, we had to work and work and work to get every show 
ready, and growing up in rural Wisconsin—let’s just say our 
shows weren’t quite as “cosmopolitan” as Glee, not quite as 
well-lit, well-dressed or well-performed—but you know what?

They felt magical, all the same. 
After all that hard work and anxiety, when the curtain 

finally rose we were all filled with the magic of theatre, the 
euphoric, transcendent feeling of having created something. 
The rush and hustle backstage, the smell of greasepaint and 

stage-dust, the hum of the lights—and an audience that can’t 
wait for the show to start.

In those moments all the little imperfections and worries 
melted away. In that moment what was happening on that 
little stage in Grafton, Wisconsin felt every bit as magical, 
every bit as important, as any Broadway production. 

That’s what Glee captures for me; not the reality of singing 
in a high school show choir, but the magic of it, the glorious 
feeling of it all.

That’s what makes live performance so amazing, so irre-
placeable. People have been shouting, “the Theatre is dead” for 
an awful long time now, but it never actually goes away, does 
it? There is something so viscerally powerful about the experi-
ence of live performance that cannot be duplicated or replaced, 
not even by the latest 3-D blockbuster movie event (as more 
and more movies are now called).

This summer, we are making a little magic of our own here 
at USSB. We are putting on a production of Rhinoceros, by 
Eugene Ionesco. Under the fearless direction of our own Paul 
Freeman, a mixed cast and crew of folks from our church com-
munity and from lots of other nooks and crannies have been 
working every day (literally) to prepare this funny, dark and 
very challenging play for us.

Sometimes I wistfully watch them rehearse, and let me tell 
you—there is a definite whiff of magic in the air! The design, 
direction, acting are all looking great…and I don’t want to be a 
spoiler—but seriously, the masks will blow you away!

This is a community production. The actors, set-builders, 
costumers…these are all living breathing human beings who 
are offering us the priceless gift of their art, their passion, and 
themselves. Every thing we hear and see will be produced by 
real live human voices and built by human hands—by normal 
everyday people just like us. 

There is magic in that.
Come see for yourself. Come see what happens when, after 

so much hard work, the curtain finally rises and the show 
begins! (see below)

And you know what? It will be even better than Glee.

Sound the Horn for Rhinoceros July 1, 2 and 3
The Unitarian Society of Santa Barbara presents Eugene 
Ionesco’s absurdist fable Rhinoceros. 

Performances: Thursday through Saturday, July 1, 2 
and 3 at 8 pm, and a matinee on Saturday, July 3 at 2 pm. 
These will take place in the Parish Hall of the Unitarian 
Society, at 1535 Santa Barbara St. 

Rhinoceros was first performed in 1959 as a comment 
on the ways that crazy thinking can foster totalitarian 
ideas in a society. This adaptation of the world-famous 
play adds contemporary references and highlights the 
absurd, even slapstick humor of Ionesco’s allegory.

The play is produced and directed by Paul Freeman and 
includes a cast comprised entirely of local actors.

Tickets are $15 for adults; $12 for students with ID 
and seniors 65 and over. Open seating.

Tickets are available at the door (100-seat limit); and 
during Community Hour between church services Sun-
day morning (between 10:30 and 11:30 am). Tickets will 
also be sold at the Unitarian Church offices, 1535 Santa 
Barbara Street, starting June 28, Monday to Friday, 9:30 
am to 12 pm noon.
